We are pleased to announce that our church will host homeless families in the Family Promise Program (up to 14 persons in all) 
for the week of February 26th through March 5th, 2017 
 
During this week, it will be our responsibility to provide a place for these families in need to eat, relax in the evening, do home-
work, and sleep.  Our parishioners will provide dinner and breakfast every day.  The families will sleep in the Parish Hall, with 
dividers separating the families for the sake of privacy, on cots or mattresses provided by Family Promise.   
During this seven-day period, the Parish Hall will be closed to parish organizations in the evenings.  Parish office hours will be 
unaffected. 
 
Sacred Heart will host Family Promise again from Sunday, May 28th through Sunday, June 4, 2017.  Please mark your  
calendars so we can ensure enough volunteers. 
 
Many of you have volunteered to help with serving and cleaning up for breakfast or dinner, in the preparation of meals, organiz-
ing activities or assisting with homework, setting up the first Sunday and closing down the following Sunday, washing  
linens, and staying with the families overnight.  Thank you to everyone for your interest in this work of charity.  If you have not 
already volunteered and would like to, please pick up a Volunteer Application form by the Family Promise sign in the narthex of 
the church and return the form at the Welcome Desk or Parish Office.  A member of the Parish Core Team will follow up and 
contact interested volunteers.  Volunteers are required to participate in Family Promise of Chester County  
volunteer training. 
 
Background clearances are required to volunteer for Family Promise as for any ministry that involves children.  Background 
clearances include a PA Criminal Record Check along with a PA Child Abuse History Clearance.  FBI Fingerprint registration is 
required if you have been a resident of Pennsylvania for less than 10 consecutive years.  A list of clearances needed can be found 
on our parish website at: www.sacredheart.us.  Select the Mission and Ministry tab, then select Safe Environment Clearances.
