Tell them that I promise to assist at the hour of death with the graces necessary for 
salvation all those who, in order to make reparation to me, on the First Saturday of five successive 
months, go to confession, receive Holy Communion, say five decades of the Rosary, and keep me 
company for a quarter of an hour, meditating on the fifteen mysteries of the Rosary.” 
 

To those who faithfully follow Our Lady’s requests for the Five First Saturdays, she has made a 
wonderful promise which she, as Mediatrix of All Graces, will certainly fulfill: “I promise to assist at the hour of 
death with the graces necessary for salvation.
